From 8pm every night from Friday, 
December 17 to Friday, December 24.
St Peter’s Lutheran Church will be 
home to a beautiful Christmas feature. 
Shine is a fully-illustrated and animated 
Christmas lights spectacular, projected 
onto the face of the church.
The projection will be on rotation, while 
the event will feature food and market 
stalls, artistic displays and music.

If you’re looking for a different way of 
viewing all the wonderful Loxton light 
displays then look no further than Bike 
the Night. Bring your family to Heritage 
Park to decorate your bikes or scooters

around Santa’s Walk. Then return to enjoy 
refreshments from Little Miss Daisy Pop 
Up Caravan. 

Hilbig Street 
A group of locals have long lit up the 
streets of Loxton, leading to what is now 
known as Santa’s Walk. Families can 
experience the captivating Christmas 
lights along Hilbig Street – where the trail 
begins – and its surrounds.

From 7pm on Sunday, December 12. 
BYO chairs, rugs, candles, lanterns and 
torches. Event will be cancelled if there 
is inclement weather.
Get the family together for Loxton’s very 
own Carols by Candlelight. The combined 
churches of Loxton invite you to come 
together and sing along to your favourite 
carols at the town oval on Bookpurnong 
Terrace. 

Murray Street crossover, East Terrace 
from Saturday, November 27, to Sunday, 
December 5. 6pm-10pm weeknights, 
10am-late on weekends. 
What better way to experience the magic 
of Loxton than from a Ferris wheel. To 
celebrate the first week of the Christmas 
Lights Festival you can ride the Ferris 
wheel in East Terrace. Take in the unique 
and spectacular views of the Murray 
River and surrounds by day, or enjoy the 
romance and magic of Loxton’s Christmas 
lights by night.

8.30pm to 11pm every night from 
November 27 to December 31.
With illuminated displays and festive light 
stretching over 250 metres, Christmas 
Wonderland is exactly as wondrous as 
it sounds. This privately-owned display 
draws visitors from all over the Riverland 
and beyond. Experience the magic and 
create lifelong memories with your family 
during the festive season. Christmas 
Wonderland is a ‘must see’ while in 
Loxton.

Waikerie Rotary Riverfront Christmas Night Market

November 22, 2021 until 
January 16, 2022
Waikerie’s Christmas Tree Trail in 
Federation Park behind the Rain 
Moth Gallery features more than 130 
3D wooden trees, which are 2.4m or 
1.8m tall and have been decorated by 
local schools, community groups, and 
businesses. The perfect time to visit 
is at dusk. Following the switching 
on of the Norfolk Pine’s Christmas 
lights, the solar lights on the trees 
along the trail will gradually turn on.

Open from November 27 until Christmas Eve.  
10am-4pm at the Waikerie Institute
The elf count and the jolly man in the red suit both return to Santa’s 
Cave this year. Children can count how many elves are in the cave 
and be rewarded with a lollypop. Visitors to the cave will see more 
magical Christmas displays than last year, due to an easing in some 
Covid-19 restrictions. Locally made gifts and Waikerie’s famous 
honey biscuits will be available to purchase. .

Saturday December 18, 4pm-9pm.
Enjoy Christmas festivities at the Christmas Night Market on 
Waikerie’s river front. The perfect place to buy presents a week before 
Christmas. A selection of handmade products from local craftspeople 
are on offer, as well as skin care and clothing. Food and local produce 
will also be available. Expect a visit from Santa Claus.

WAIKERIE is the ideal place to celebrate 
Christmas and is quickly becoming 
known as Destination Christmas.
The community has been working hard 
to abide by Covid-19 restrictions and 
ensure the town can still enjoy the 
festive season.
Visit the Christmas Tree Trail in 
Waikerie’s Federation Park, behind the 
Rain Moth Gallery.
The 130 beautiful 3D wooden Christmas 
trees, which are 2.4m or 1.8m tall and 
lit by solar lights, have been up since 
November 22 and reflect the close knit 
community spirit of the town.
The project is an initiative of the District 
Council of Loxton Waikerie and the 
Waikerie Christmas Decoration Working 
Group and is in its third year. 
Working Group spokesperson, Donna 
Matthews, said community groups, 
schools and local businesses were all 
invited to decorate a tree.
“They were able to decorate it with their 

own choice of theme and colour,” Ms 
Matthews said.
The Christmas trees will be on display 
until January 16.
Waikerie’s famous Santa’s Cave at 
the Waikerie Institute will have more 
activities for the children this year 
following an easing of Covid-19 
restrictions. 
The global pandemic last year prevented 
Santa from coming to the cave, but this 
year he will be back. 
The cave opened on November 27 and 
closes on Christmas Eve. 
Waikerie Santa’s Cave committee 
secretary, Jan Centofanti, said a grant 
obtained from the District Council 
of Loxton Waikerie enabled them to 
purchase a new chair for Santa.
Children can visit Santa at the cave 
during the school term from 3.00pm to 
4.00pm each weekday.
During the weekends and school 
holidays he will be at the cave from 

10.00am to 4.00pm. 
Mrs Centofanti said people will be able 
to purchase Christmas gifts and the 
committee has made about 450 bags of 
honey biscuits to sell.
More magical Christmas displays and 
lights will be featured this year including 
Anthony Leske’s toy machine and the 
popular Ferris wheel. 
On December 18, the Waikerie Rotary 
Riverfront Christmas Night Market will 
be the ideal venue to share some festive 
cheer.
The event will be licensed and feature 
a variety of stalls including food, local 
produce, candles, clothing and skincare. 
Waikerie Rotary Riverfront Christmas 
Night Market coordinator, Sonia Fowler, 
said Santa is expected to be at the 
market to greet the children and it will be 
the ideal place for Christmas shopping.  
“You will have the opportunity to 
purchase some lovely Christmas gifts 
made by local craftspeople,” she said.

Barmera Christmas
BARMERA will be busy like 
Santa’s workshop this year, 
with activities to do and 
things to see for Riverlanders 
of all ages in the lead-up to 
Christmas.
Christmas Window and Street 
Display Group co-ordinator, 
Julie Krollig, and her team 
of volunteers have taken to 
Barwell Avenue and Bice 
Street to bring some festivity 
to the town.
Mrs Krollig said the team 
had been “lucky” this year, 
with help from community 
members and school students.
“The residents at Bonney 
Lodge, and school kids from 
Berri and Barmera, supplied 
hand-made decorations, 
which is absolutely fantastic,” 
Mrs Krollig said.
Shop windows showcasing 
the past 100 years in 
Barmera will keep to the 
Christmas theme, with festive 
decorations added to the 
displays, plus “Christmas 
surprises” at Bonney Theatre 
and in the main street.

Last year children were 
encouraged to look for candy 
canes in the window displays, 
but this year they will be 
searching for elves.

75g (¾ cup) cocoa powder
2 tsp vanilla extract
3 eggs
75g (½ cup) plain flour

200g pretzels
250g milk chocolate melted
200g packet Jaffas 
130g silver cachous (edible balls)
16 mini candy canes

1.	 Preheat oven to 160° and line a 20cm square tin with baking paper. 
Set aside. 

2.	 Place the butter into a microwave-safe bowl.  
Heat for 1 minute.

3.	 Add the caster sugar and cocoa powder and stir.
4.	 Heat in the microwave on 30 second bursts  

(50% power) until melted and combined - stirring each time.
5.	 Allow to cool slightly.
6.	 Add the vanilla extract and the eggs and whisk until combined.
7.	 Sift the plain flour into the bowl and mix gently.
8.	 Pour the brownie mixture into the prepared tin and bake for 30 

minutes or until just cooked through  
(do not overcook). 

9.	 Leave in the tin to cool completely.
10.	 Trim any raised edges off the brownie so you have a completely flat 

square brownie. 
11.	 Turn the brownie over onto a flat board. 
12.	 Cut the brownie into 16 equal rectangles. 
13.	 Cut the pretzels in half using a sharp knife. 
14.	 Press the pretzels into the top of the brownie pieces for ‘antlers’. 
15.	 Spread melted milk chocolate over the front of the brownie pieces 

(do a couple at a time so that the chocolate doesn’t set too quickly). 
16.	 Add a Jaffa for the nose and 2 silver cachous for the eyes. 
17.	 Trim the candy canes with a knife so that you have small straight 

pieces (approx 6 cm in length). Insert the candy cane into the base 
of the brownie pieces.
