A STATE Government plan
to utilise satellite imagery
in assessing frost damage to
Riverland grape vines has
“missed the mark” for growers
needing support, according to
senior local politicians.

The State Government last
week announced satellite image-
ry would be used to map the
extent of frost damage recently
caused to vineyards across the
region.

However, Chaffey MP Tim
Whetstone said local industry
representatives had completed
satellite imagery of frost-dam-
aged areas.

“The satellite imagery has
already been undertaken,” Mr
Whetstone said.

“Riverland Wine have
engaged a service provider to
do the imagery... (so) I’'m per-
plexed as to why the government
are needing to go further afield
for that imagery.

“The industry has shown good
leadership by immediately going
out there, and any imagery today
— three or four weeks from the
frost event — will be a false read-
ing.

“All the vines have reshot,
they are going again, but in most
instances they will be fruitless.”

The Advertiser — in a story
dated 29 September - reported
Riverland Wine grape grower
chair Ash Ratcliff said “satel-
lite images taken pre and post
frost show 52 per cent, or half of
all blocks in the Riverland, are
frost-affected”.

Mr Whetstone said needing
to capture further images would
delay crucial support for grow-
ers.

“The (State) Government
has missed the mark here... the
information is already there and
that information is credible,” he
said.

“It was presented to a grow-
ers’ meeting a few weeks ago,
and | see that as credible evi-
dence of what the impacts of the
frost have meant to the region.

“It’s just delaying the inevi-
table... the frost damage is very
visible on the imagery.

“We’re going through a tough
time at the moment. The govern-
ment keeps putting hurdles up
and | don’t think it’s of benefit
atall.”

Barker MP Tony Pasin said
direct financial support was
needed for growers heading into
the next vintage.

“Satellite imagery to map the
extent of frost damage across SA
may assist some growers and the
local sector more generally with
future planning and risk mitiga-
tion, but it’s not offering grow-
ers impacted by the most recent
frost event any relief as they
stare down the barrel of reduced
volume this vintage,” Mr Pasin
said.

“Minister (for Primary
Industries and Regional
Development Clare) Scriven’s
announcement sounds more like
a deflection coming from a gov-
ernment who has refused to sup-
port primary producers through
one of the most significant shifts

in market conditions in decades
and is running away from declar-
ing much-needed support for
frost-impacted growers.

“When will Labor start lis-
tening to our primary producers
about what they need to navigate
through commaodity shocks and
severe weather events?”

However, Ms Scriven said
information from the mapping
would allow grape growers to
consider “frost minimisation
strategies around vineyard floor
management, pruning method
and timing, trellis height, variety
choice and investment in wind
machines or sprinklers”.

“We know that frost damage
has been widely reported across
our wine regions and that this is
a very stressful time for many
producers,” Ms Scriven said.

“We encourage producers to
explore the support available,
which the State Government has
invested heavily in over the past
12 months.

“The satellite mapping will
assist us to conduct a thorough
state-wide assessment with an
initial snapshot of the extent
of frost damage on grapevines
expected to be available next
month.

“The satellite mapping is an
innovative tool that will signifi-
cantly help grape growers with
their future planning and deci-
sion making.”

SA Wine Industry Association
chief executive Inca Lee said
“these maps will provide an
additional tool for growers to
support future vineyard manage-
ment decisions”.

RIVERLAND wine grape growers who
have experienced severe impacts from
recent frosts have been encouraged to
report their losses to the region’s peak
representative body.

The latest Riverland Wine Industry
Newsletter, released on Monday, stated the
organisation was “looking for an estimate
of your lost tonnes by variety”.

“If there are patches partially frosted that
you will not continue farming, then please
advise the loss tonnes for the total patch,”
the newsletter read.

“To assist with some context, it would
be useful to also know what this represents
as a percentage of your total production.

“To get an accurate picture, we do need
to here from all growers, not just those
with severe impacts.”

Pasin calls for increase to rural financial counselling service

THE Riverland’s Federal MP says
ore rural financial counsellors
are “urgently” needed in South
Australia, amidst the driest seven
months on record and recent frost
damage to crops.

Barker Liberal MP Tony Pasin
is calling on both the state and fed-
eral governments to increase fund-
ing for the positions.

“Significant frost events join
a long list of challenges that our
primary producers are facing,”
said Mr Pasin, who is also assis-
tant spokesperson for the federal

Government of South Australia

Infrastructure and Transport port-
folios.

“It’s an incredibly challenging
time and it’s critical that financial
decisions are made on the best pos-
sible advice.

“From drought, frost, disease
and challenging market condi-
tions in the dairy and wine indus-
try our rural financial counsellors
are instrumental in providing the
advice and support our primary
producers need to make the best
decisions moving forward.

“While the State Government

is assessing the extent of the frost
damage incurred by primary pro-
ducers, there is no doubt that
there is additional pressure on
the demand for rural financial
counselling right across South
Australia and our state and federal
governments should not delay in
allocating resources to meet this
demand.”

Mr Pasin said Labor was “too
distracted on ideological pursuits”,
at the expense of struggling farm-
ers.

“Since Labor came to govern-

ment two years ago, (Anthony)
Albanese and his ministers have
been distracted by ideological
frolics like the Voice referendum
and have turned their back on our
regions,” Mr Pasin said.

“Aussie farmers have had to
contend with Labor’s ban on live
sheep exports, a failed energy pol-
icy leading to sky rocketing power
prices, increased labour costs
thanks to Labor’s IR and migration
agenda, and then like coping a kick
in the guts when you’re down, an
almost unprecedented frost event

on top of the driest seven months
on record.

“The government may not be
able to control the weather but it
would be nice to know that gov-
ernment has the future of Aussie-
grown food and fibre in mind.

“I’ll keep fighting for whatever
assistance is needed and right now
for Mallee farmers more financial
councillors on the ground would
be a great starting point for the
entire South Australian agricultural
industry.”

Lyrup Road funding win
for Berri Barmera Council

BERRI Barmera Council is set to
receive full State Government
funding for the repairs of a major
local road. Lyrup Road, which is
of strategic regional significance
to the Riverland, was considerably
damaged by the 2022/2023 River
Murray flood.

Council announced last week
the repairs for Lyrup Road, which
was damaged in the 2022/23 River
Murray flood, would be fully funded
by the State Government.

Berri Barmera Mayor Ella
Winnall said she was “relieved” the
State Government had agreed to
fully fund Lyrup Road’s repairs.

“We thank the State Government
for reaching a common-sense deci-
sion for the flood damage on Lyrup
Road,” she said.

“Berri Barmera Council has
tirelessly advocated for this to be
addressed.

“It’s great that the wider Riverland
community will now have some cer-
tainty in regard to the longer-term
access to the ferry.”

In November 2023, about nine
months after flood waters subsid-
ed, Berri Barmera Council became
aware of significant longitudinal

cracks along the verge of Lyrup
Road.

Had the damage been identified
within three months of the water
subsiding, the State Government
would have fully funded the repairs
as part of Local Government
Disaster Recovery Assistance
Arrangements (LGDRAA).

However, given the damage was
identified after the three-month
deadline, council was expected to
fund 30 per cent of the estimated
$2.99m repair cost.

Lyrup Road was originally built
by the South Australian Government
and connects the Lyrup Ferry to the
Sturt Highway. The road then came
under council’s care and control after
a council boundary change.

While regionally significant,
Lyrup Road has no rateable prop-
erties and primarily serves Lyrup
residents, who reside within the
Renmark Paringa Council area.

In August, Mayor Winnall, togeth-
er with Renmark Paringa Mayor
Peter Hunter and Loxton Waikerie
Mayor Trevor Norton, wrote to the
Department of Treasury and Finance
to request extraordinary assistance as
part of the LGDRAA.

“This funding announcement is a
great outcome and a testament to the
three Riverland councils who strong-
ly advocated for this result,” Mayor
Winnall said.

“We thank Renmark Paringa
Council and District Council of
Loxton Waikerie mayors for stand-
ing shoulder-to-shoulder with us in
advocating for this outcome.”

Now almost two years after the
flood, Mayor Winnall said the dis-
trict still had some “complex” recov-
ery works to undertake.

“These cannot be undertaken
without funding and all of it takes
time and resources away from coun-
cil’s day-to-day operations and regu-
lar planned projects,” she said.

“Lyrup Road is one of the higgest
projects to undertake, so it’s good to
finally start work on what will be a
big project to complete.”

Mayor Winnall thanked Lyrup
residents for their continued patience
while adhering to speed restrictions
along Lyrup Road.

Following the funding announce-
ment, planning and reconstruction
design works will soon commence.

The work is on at
Twentyfirst Street

WORK has begun to
reconstruct a major bridge
in Renmark that has been
unusable since the River
Murray flood.

Renmark Paringa Council
contractors earlier this month
began construction on the
Twentyfirst Street bridge
replacement.

Council’s latest community
news update stated the bridge
replacement was “extremely
significant for our commu-
nity and council will continue
to update locals and affected
stakeholders throughout the
project”.

Meanwhile, Renmark
Paringa councillors passed
a motion at last month’s gen-
eral meeting to refuse a
requested rate rebate from
operators of the Riverland
Mini Supermarket, located on
Twentyfirst street.

Aasutosh Shah wrote to
council seeking a two-year, 100
per cent rate rebate for the busi-

ness, due to ongoing financial
impacts from the bridge’s clo-
sure.

“My property experiences
certain inconveniences and lim-
itations, particularly in terms of
accessibility and rate of foot-
falls owing to the bridge’s halt-
ed operation,” Mr Shah’s letter
wrote.

“These factors have a direct
impact on the daily business of
my shop.

“I believe that the unique
situation of living in close
proximity to the Twentyfirst
Street bridge calls for a special
consideration in terms of the
financial obligations associat-
ed with property ownership in
Renmark.”

A council report on the mat-
ter stated the application was
ineligible due to:

U4 No grounds for rate payer to
receive discretionary rebate.

U Rates are a local tax, not a
fee for service.
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Water under
the bridge?

PATIENCE is needed in a lot of areas
of life, and at the moment it seems
vitally important in construction
projects.

The recent announcement the State
Government had agreed to fully fund
the necessary repairs at Lyrup Road,
as detailed inside today’s edition, will
come as a relief to many parties.

Firstly, and probably obviously, Berri
Barmera Council staff will welcome
the decision, which will see a positive
outcome reached after some perhaps
tense periods surrounding the road
during the past few months.

Considering the issue surrounding
funding of the repairs only became as
complex as we have seen due to the
damage on the road not being noticed
earlier — perhaps by a matter of weeks —
it would appear as though the sensible
conclusion has been found.

The economic implications of being
unrequired to contribute funding
towards these repairs will be felt in the
long-term throughout the community,
as the saving of funds that would have
gone towards Lyrup Road can allow
council to focus on other areas.

Equally relieved by the news would
be the Lyrup community itself, which
can take a sense of security that easy
access to the Sturt Highway will be
maintained.

It is a well-learned lesson
from the flood event, through the
difficulties surrounding the closure of
Bookpurnong Road, that any impact
to the connections between Riverland
communities can cause high levels of
angst among our populations.

However, it is somewhat surprising
—and perhaps illustrative of the power
of a proper flood — that our Riverland
councils are still contending with
impacts from the flood event, that come
Christmas time would have peaked two
years prior.

Renmark Paringa Council finds
itself in a similar position regarding
replacement of the Twentyfirst Street
bridge. Contractors are now on-site,
and while that sight itself would be
welcome by many in the community,
there is a section that would say works
have taken too long to commence, or
that a complete replacement of the
bridge was unnecessary.

The potential positive outcomes of
this project is also somewhat difficult
for the council to convey, as the
proverbial proof in the pudding will
only be seen down the track, when it
is either successful, or unsuccessful in
resisting possible future flood damage.

The progress is taking time, and the
tasks are far from simple, however it
seems we are inching our way toward
being free of the most-ravaging impacts
caused by the flood.

We can only hope that it was indeed
a once-in-a-generation event.

Last Thursday was 10 October,
2024, otherwise written
10/10/24. This expression
prompted Loxton’s Rohan
Scarfe to recall the 10:10:24
rule-of-thumb. This rule became
well-known in Australian grape-
growing circles. It provided
growers a ‘rough guide’ to the
conditions favouring the primary
stage in the development of
downy mildew. The 10:10:24
rule warns that downy infection
needs at least 10mm rainfall,
at temperatures at least 10°C
during a 24-hour period. If
these develop, downy mildew
infection may occur, but if

not, the disease will not be
triggered. Downy disease is
costly, especially in warm,

wet seasons, growers need to

(10 October), advocates from
the Triple P — Positive Parenting
Program are emphasising the
need for parents and carers to
support their children’s wellbe-
ing, along with their own, to
help combat Australia’s growing
mental health crisis.

A wake-up call from

Queensland?

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Free self-bait program
open for registration

ALL commercial
growers in the Riverland
are being invited register
for a free self-baiting/
lure program aimed to
continue reducing the
impact of fruit fly in the
region.

The Department of
Primary Industries and
Regions (PIRSA) is
urging eligible com-
mercial growers to join
the program, with fruit
fly numbers expected to
grow during the summer
season.

PIRSA will supply
free fruit fly bait and
lures, known as attract
and kill devices (AKDs)
for registered businesses
to use within their prop-
erties, along with clear
guidelines for their safe
placement and use.

Incident controller
of the fruit fly emer-
gency response, Jason
Size, said “self-baiting
is effective at reducing
fruit fly populations on
properties where trees
form shelter belts or tree
lines”.

“Even if your crops
aren’t currently in leaf,
fruit fly will rest and
feed on that vegetation
in shelter belts or tree
lines,” Mr Size said.

“While our communi-
ty’s effort towards eradi-
cation is going strong,
commercial growers can

also make a huge dent
on outbreaks if they bait
those trees, along with
any other trees growing
host fruit or vegetables.”
Mr Size also
explained participating
in the program leaves
market access require-
ments unaffected.
“Please remember
that if you’re planning
on moving restricted
fruit and vegetables,
self-baiting isn’t the
same as a treatment
application and you still
will need to meet your
market access require-
ments,” Mr Size said.
“For example if you
are a commercial stone
fruit grower in one of
the affected areas, cer-
tification is required
before any produce can
be sold, and for those
within red outbreak
areas, certification is
also required before any
produce can be moved.”

Riverlanders on the road to Birdwood

THREE Riverlander motor
enthusiasts are set to take part in
one of the most historic rallies in
Australia this weekend.

Richard Fewster and Lee Field
from Renmark, alongside Brenton
Woolston, of Berri, will be par-
ticipating in the Bay to Birdwood
event, a 67km route that gathers
more than 1500 historic vehicles
departing from the Barrath Reserve
and arriving at the National Motor
Museum in Birdwood, in the
Adelaide Hills.

Richard will be driving one of
Australia’s most historic vehicles,
a 1926 Amilcar CGS Surbaisse,
imported back in 1928, which fea-
tured at many local tracks and was
bought with his brother in 1961.

The vehicle was restored, both
mechanically and visually, for

more than 60 years and the final
result is one thing Richard is very
proud of.

“My brother and 1 first saw the
Amilcar from the bus window on
our way from Renmark to Adelaide
in January 1961 as we were on our
way to Adelaide to stay with our
aunty at Burnside,” he said.

“We hadn’t come to Adelaide to
buy a car, but the sight of the little
red Amilcar parked in the prime
position at Kingston Motors obvi-
ously had its impact.

“We obviously passed our
enthusiasm on to our aunty,
because by the evening we had
coaxed her into driving us out to
have another look at the car. | can
remember leaning over the fence
at Kingston Motors and pulling the
car closer to the road, commenting
that it was very light and that we
had never seen a car like it before.

“A telephone call the next morn-
ing to Jack Finnis, the owner of
Kingston Motors, established the
asking price was $240 and that he
was selling the car on behalf of a
Mr Mal West.

“While $240 was way out of the
budget of two young apricot cut-
ters, a ‘grant-loan’ package was
worked out between a very gener-
ous aunty and uncle, and parents at
Renmark.”

Richard’s son, Tom, is also
taking part in the event with his
father’s 1971 Ford Escort MK1
Lotus Twin Cam, a racing homolo-
gation vehicle restored during
Richard’s ownership.

“l would like to congratulate everyone
involved in delivering this fantastic new
space.

“Destinations like the newly upgraded
Len White Reserve represent the kinds
of quality facilities we want to see in our
regions.

“Our regional communities are the life-
blood of our nation, and this wonderful
space will serve both families and local com-
munity here in Swan Reach, and visitors
that travel through as they explore our great
state.”

The Destination Swan Reach project was
jointly funded by the Federal and State Gov-
ernments, and Mid Murray Council, and
included riverbank remediation, upgrades
to the playground and park furniture, and
installation of a new toilet.

It was funded through the Austral-
ian Government’s $1.38bn Building Better
Regions Fund.

Through the program, the Federal Gov-
ernment provided $224,970 towards the Des-
tination Swan Reach, project and the State
Government provided $125,000.

Mid Murray Council provided the
remaining $212,463.

The project delivered a range of upgrades
to Len White Reserve, and now links the
reserve to the Murray Coorong Trail, and
other open spaces along the riverbank.

Activities undertaken as part of the Len

White Reserve upgrade project included:

O Upgrading existing turf and riverbank
edges

WConstruction of a shared pathway

O Landscaping and fencing

U Improving connections to the main street

U Installation of interpretation/information/
directional signage

U Installation of new toilet facilities

4 Installation of additional picnic settings

4 Upgrades to the playground

The playground upgrades included the
incorporation of all-abilities playground
equipment to create a more inclusive envi-
ronment.

Mid Murray Council collaborated with
the local Swan Reach community to devel-
op and implement the blueprint for these
upgrades.

“The project was unfortunately delayed
by the 2022-23 Murray River floods, but the
upgrades have now been completed, and the
new space is ready to be enjoyed by locals
and visitors alike,” Mr Farrell said.

“Upgrading the reserve provides residents
and tourists with a wonderful outdoor space
all year round, where tourists can visit for
a picnic, families can get outside and get
active, and the local community can gather.”

Safeguarding for South Australia’s
$1.3bn horticulture industry

TO our dedicated Riverland community
and valued fruit and vegetable growers,
we’re facing a challenge that we knew was
coming.

Two new Queensland fruit fly outbreaks
— Murtho E and Gurra Gurra — have been
declared after more than six months with no
declarations.

Earlier this year we took many prepara-
tory measures, so we’re now in great stead
to deal with any additional outbreaks.

Our staff members from the PIRSA Fruit
Fly Emergency Response have acted swift-
ly to tackle the newly-affected outhreak
areas. This includes applying proven con-
trol measures that reduce fruit fly popula-
tions.

But to execute this mission effectively,
we need you to collaborate with us. We
have a proven track record of successfully
eradicating fruit fly incursions — 100 per
cent success, in fact.

We have seen this since the first year-
long outbreak in 1946 in metropolitan
Adelaide, and numerous outbreaks since
then.

Along with our incident controller Jason
Size, and the response team as a whole, |
have every confidence we will do so again.
We are defending our status as a Pest Free
Area.

While we have outbreaks at the moment,
we have not given up the fight and do
not have a permanent fruit fly incursion
in South Australia. We are the only main-
land state in Australia that is free from an
endemic (permanent) fruit fly population.

This has been a long battle to date and
we are only too aware of the toll taken on
our local communities. To win this fight,
we’ll need to rally.

Our ongoing vigilance and combined
effort from the community, industry, and
government, is crucial for safeguarding the

economy, agriculture and quality of life in
our region.

Our fruit fly-free status is key to main-
taining our competitive edge and protecting
our $1.3bn horticulture industry.

It opens doors to valuable international
markets and this sector supports 4000 hor-
ticultural businesses and employs 37,500
people in South Australia.

We know how important this is to our
local way of life — our jobs, livelihoods, and
families, as well as our shared lifestyle and
culture.

We take zero chances when it comes to
fruit fly. Our field teams are doorknocking
in affected outbreak areas to help keep fruit
fly out of your backyard.

If you’d like to know more about our
control measures, you can visit our website
(pir.sa.gov.au/field-teams) or contact our
Fruit Fly Hotline anytime on 1300 666 010.

While our field teams are trained and
here to help, they’re also fighting the clock
to visit as many properties as possible to
ward off new fruit fly populations before
they spread. So our Hotline team are here to
take your calls and help with any informa-
tion you need.

It’s only together that we can overcome
this challenge and secure a thriving future
for our region.

The most important thing you can do to
help support our work is to help field teams
make quick visits to your gardens and
yards, and to follow these four key actions:

Riverland
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Funding now available
for regional airports

RIVERLAND councils can now apply for
a funding program aimed at providing vital
upgrades for rural airports and aerodromes.

The Federal Government recently opened
applications for the Regional Airports
Program

Eligible projects can include upgrades to
runways, drainage, lighting, fencing, navi-
gation, and safety training.

In addition to safety and access works,
the funding can also be used for projects
that will help with the transition to net zero
in aviation, including technology such as
electric charges and hydrogen fuel storage
for aircraft use.

Grants from $20,000 to $7.5m are avail-
able to cover up to 50 per cent of eligible
costs for each project.

“l look forward to... supporting regional
Australia by providing jobs, improved con-
nectivity, and lasting benefits for commu-
nities such as better access to aeromedical

and other emergency services,” Minister
for Infrastructure, Transport, Regional
Development and Local Government
Catherine King said.

“Better connections between regions and
cities will also help promote the growth and
prosperity of Australia’s regions into the
future.

“Nearly $100m has been made available
under the previous three rounds of the pro-
gram, supporting 194 projects.

“l encourage owners or operators of
existing aerodromes and airports in regional
Australia to take a look at the guidelines
and consider applying to make their priority
upgrades a reality.”

Applications will close on 18 November.

“We are facing a long,
hot summer after a dry
spring, which means fire

will be a severe risk to our
community once again.

“We know bushfires are
devastating and it’s impor-
tant that if people haven’t
taken any steps to prepare
themselves or their property,
they take this warning and
do so now.

“Fuel reduction activi-
ties via weed management,
chipping, slashing and burn-
ing to reduce the likelihood
of ignition of bushfires, and
to lessen the resistance to
control are crucial.”

“Vacant properties can

present a risk if not appro-
priately maintained and
| urge the community to
work with local govern-
ment to ensure fire threats
are reduced as much as pos-
sible”.

“It is also important to
consider the potential for
a loss of power or mobile
phone service, as while it
can be rare, it does happen
and often it’s when we least
expect it,” Mr Whetstone
said.

“Our local CFS do a fan-
tastic job protecting lives
and property, but it is not

just their responsibility, they
need your support.

“A bushfire would be
devastating in our region,
and we need to be vigilant
as a community to prevent
this from happening.

“This is also a timely
reminder of the vital work
our CFS volunteers and |
encourage anyone wanting
to contribute to our commu-
nity to consider signing up
to be a CFS volunteer.”

“2mm or 3mm over spring is not
a lot of rain, but keen gardeners
do make sure their plants are ade-
quately watered.

“Fortunately we haven’t
had much hot weather yet.
Temperatures have been in the low
20Cs for the last month.

“That is pretty nice weather for
gardening.”

Ms Crawford said her roses had
started flowering a bit earlier this
year, but she was still confident she
would be able to pick some of her
own to enter the show.

The show’s theme this year is
‘At the Bottom of the Garden’,
which has already attracted strong
interest from children across the
Riverland West.

Workshops have been held at
primary schools in the area to ena-

ble students to prepare entries.

Ms Crawford said the theme
enables both adults and children
to use creativity in their floral art
entries.

“It covers a whole range of
things and doesn’t necessarily
mean having to focus on fairies at
the bottom of the garden or some-
thing magical,” she said.

“You might have an old imple-
ment or a special spot at the bottom
of your garden, where you enjoy
sitting and having a cup of tea with
the birds.

AUSTRALIA’S leading
Indigenous and Torres Strait
theatre art company, Bangarra,
performed its newest work Yuldea
for Riverland audiences last
Wednesday.

Held at the Chaffey theatre, in
Renmark, the production explored
the changing of landscape for the
Anangu of the Great Victorian
Desert and Nunga of the West
Region of South Australia during
the 20th century, which includ-
ed the building of the Trans-
Australian Railway, and atomic
bomb testing at Maralinga.

The waterhole, Yuldea — also
known as Ooldea — became the
stage for Bangarra, which was
drained during the industrial trans-
formation ofon the environment.

“Lives were forever changed by
the impact of colonial progress,”
Bangarra artistic director, co-CEO,
and choreographer Frances Rings

said.

“The story of Yuldea asks us to
look beyond the narrative of our
nation’s modernisation to reconcile
a fraught history, and to affirm a
future that no longer hides behind
its truths but grows because of
them.”

DEAR Prime Minister,

| am writing to you to bring to
your attention to the unfolding
picture of the devastation to many
grape growing regions around the
country, and its likely impact on
wineries and the financial futures
of many grape growers.

The two frosts recently, a few
days apart, were quite unprec-
edented, especially the effect of
the second event, only a few days
after the first. In parts of South
Australia, the temperatures just
above ground level dropped to as
low as -6.8C. Some areas were a
little lower. This devastated wine
grapes in a number of regions,
from some damage, to in many
cases, 100 per cent devastation.
The full extent is still to play out,
and the level of shoot and bud
damage is likely to impact crops
for the 2026 vintage, not just the
2025 vintage.

The big picture consequence of
this is a severely reduced harvest
for 2025. This means grape grow-
ers will have little income, and
in too many cases across regions,
potentially no income for 2025,
with 2026 a complete unknown
due to the level of damage to vines.

From the winemaker side of the
industry, it is equally devastating.
All wineries, big or small, need a
certain tonnage of grapes to pro-
cess through their factories to be
economically viable. With a signif-
icantly reduced tonnage which the
industry can only guess at, winer-
ies will not only be competing for
grapes far and wide, but be strug-
gling to get what they need.

While one might say the upside
is grape prices should be high,
reflecting scarcity of a commod-
ity, and that should be true, no one
ultimately wins in this if a number
of growers decide their crops are
not worth harvesting at low ton-
nages, if harvesting is contemplat-
ed at all. Growers already in the
Riverland region of SA, the biggest
grape growing region by tonnage
in Australia, are assessing whether
they will input any further labour,
sprays and work in general for
another five to six months to bring
some level of crop to 2025 harvest.

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They will certainly not do this after
two years of the worst hail seasons
we experienced in many years, fol-
lowed by two years of historically
low grape prices, including dump-
ing grapes on the ground, followed
by this recent devastating blow to
many regions in SA and NSW.

It is estimated currently that
the Riverina grape crop could be
around 50 per cent devastated,
and the Riverland possibly over
40 per cent with significant dam-
age. The other regions are equally
devastated to quite high percent-
ages. Hence, growers have, in a
number of regions, been dwindling
their cash reserves to extreme lev-
els, or increasing their debt level to
run their businesses for about five
years with little financial joy. This
is not good for the growers, the
banks, the wider business commu-
nity, or the government in general.

Coupled with this, cereal farm-
ers in a number of regions had
grain crops which were in some
cases, just hanging on with far
less rainfall than usual. But in
many areas, cereal farmers are
still assessing the frost damage to
their crops, just as are grape grow-
ers. | know of several cases in the
Mallee area of SA where farmers
with 8000 acre crops are hang-
ing on with lack of rain, but with
no chance of handling such dev-
astation with the frosts and their
extremity.

So there would be a cross sec-
tion of primary producers with
different crops who will be
severely impacted financially by
these unprecedented and unman-
ageable events. | have heard in
the Riverland of SA for example,
that after almost five seasons of
extreme lows, commercial lenders
are foreclosing on some primary
producers who have normally been
viable and good managers, but
can’t compete with three extreme
weather events in five years run-
ning, coupled with at least three
years of extremely low commodity
prices.

It is in nobody’s interest to
have a developing situation where
commercial lenders accumulate
a portfolio of properties because

Suggestions to
help growers

the primary producer owner has
exhausted their own funds, and the
interest rates are too high to allow
them to continue and trade out of
the storm of disasters for another
12 months. Such property repos-
sessions took place to some extent
about 40 years ago, and often the
banks did not pay to keep the prop-
erties in good condition, and biose-
curity and fire danger risks became
an issue to neighbouring landhold-
ers. No-one wants this again.

Also, it must be pointed out that
in relation to the grape industry,
while your government deserves
full credit for its excellent diploma-
cy and hard work in removing the
tariffs placed on a number of our
agricultural commodities including
wine, by China, no flow-on effect
has yet come through financially
to grape growers. We do not get
dividends from wineries from the
resulting lift in wine sales.

While winemakers have
received immediate economic ben-
efit, grape growers were possibly
only due to get a taste of that with
a possible increase in demand for
our grapes in the 2025 vintage and
beyond. Now, please note, that this
much-looked-forward-to possibil-
ity is largely reduced by the devas-
tation of the frosts in many regions.
A diabolical blow nationwide.

It is important also, therefore,
that the opposition get fully on
board with the proposals | wish to
bring to your attention, because in
relation to the grape industry, the
opposition need to make signifi-
cant amends via direct support for
any measures that help grape grow-
ers get back on their feet after the
consequences of the previous gov-
ernment’s lack of diplomacy. This

diplomatic blunder with a major
neighbouring trading partner sent
many grape growers into unchar-
tered economic decline, and their
previously financially viable vine-
yards into economic chaos.

The suggestions that a num-
ber of grape growers, farmers and
myself wish to present to you and
your government for serious and
urgent consideration follows:

a A call on the Regional
Investment Corporation to
broaden its criteria for low inter-
est loans open to all primary
producers affected by drought
and/or frost.

O The Regional Investment
Corporation to offer a 0 rate of
interest for the first 12 months,
followed by an interest-only
period for a minimum period of
two years.

O The interest rate charge after
the first 12 month period to
be no more than half the aver-
age commercial lending rate
for the duration of the 10-year
loan period with the Regional
Investment Corporation. The
current 5.18 per cent is too high
to be a low interest loan rate.

Q The Federal Government, with
opposition, backing to encour-
age all commercial lenders to
offer primary producers impact-
ed by drought and/or frost
deferral on loans for up to six
months, with unpaid interest
capitalised over the remaining
loan term, and the option of a
further negotiable six-month
term. Similar to the relief meas-
ures under Covid-19.
Broadening the application cri-

teria for the Regional Investment

Corporation is imperative, so pri-

mary producers in the drought and/
or frost categories are not ruled out
by an oversight of red tape pro-
cedures or criteria. The applica-
tion process needs to be expedit-
ed and swift to cater for farmers
who need to save their businesses,
protect our agricultural base, and
our food security. The interest rate
needs to reflect what a true low
interest rate should be to benefit
applicants. Long term, the state and
federal treasuries benefit, as does
the whole of our nation.

This also would fit the
2025/2026 and beyond goals of the
Regional Investment Corporation,
who want to increase their rel-
evance and success rating of
keeping primary producers on
their properties as viable units.
Currently, the RIC success rating
with this is 55 per cent. This in
anyone’s language is barely a pass,
possibly largely attributable to the
interest rates offered, which are too
high to be considered as low inter-
est loans. Possibly also because the
criteria rules out primary produc-
ers who should otherwise be eligi-
ble. Loan application and approval
timeframes also need to be looked
at as a priority.

In submitting this case, with
suggestions based on farmer/grape
grower needs, | sincerely appreci-
ate your time in looking into this,
and hopefully, with you providing
a positive response to help farmers
and grape growers nationally, who
are collectively among the most
economically, productive and tech-
nologically efficient farmers in the
world.

Connecting hearts and minds for leadership

PARTICIPANTS of a regional
leadership development
program (RLDP) from the
Murraylands and Riverland
are being taken on a
“transformative journey” of
self-discovery and growth.

A group of 21 emerging lead-
ers are participating.

During a recent session at
the Bowhill Community Centre
participants explored personal
behaviour change, uncovering
their ‘Immunity to Change’ —
the hidden internal resistance
that often limits progress.

Regional Development
Australia Murraylands and
Riverland project officer
Mandy Tennant said through
structured self-reflection, par-
ticipants confronted assump-
tions and broke through person-
al barriers that had held them
back.

Funded by the SA
Government through the
Department of Primary
Industries and Regions, the
RLDP continues to inspire lead-
ers by helping them recognise
their potential, confront limi-
tations, and embrace new per-
spectives on leadership.

“Session three focused on
developing deep listening skills,
encouraging participants to lis-
ten with curiosity, compassion,
and courage,” Ms Tennant said..

“By connecting their head,
heart, and hands, participants
are fostering deeper, more
meaningful conversations,
enhancing empathy, and pro-
moting collaborative leader-
ship.”

Ms Tennant said a power-
ful tool introduced during the
session was learning to harness
complaints for positive change.

“Participants discovered that
complaints, often seen as mere
grievances, can reveal deeply
held commitments and oppor-
tunities for improvement,” she
said.

Ms Tennant said this shift
in perspective enabled them to
align their actions with their
values and turn challenges into
opportunities for growth.

“Today was a timely remind-
er about stress,” a participant
reflected.

“I’m under immense pres-
sure at the moment, and today
couldn’t have been more per-
fect.

“I have a few ideas | plan to
mull over on the car ride home.

“The real-life relevance of
this course, combined with the
authenticity of the presenters is
so valuable, | can’t wait for the
next session.”

Ms Tennant said a recurring
theme throughout the program
had been recognising the ‘inten-

tion and reality gap’, the differ-
ence between a leader’s inten-
tions and how their actions are
perceived by others.

“By exploring this gap, par-
ticipants are gaining valuable
insights into building and main-
taining trust, ensuring that their
leadership is transparent and
accountable, she said.

“The program is equipping
participants with the skills to
understand and address the
emotional needs of their teams,
creating environments where
individuals feel valued and sup-

ported.

“They also explored strate-
gies for leading courageous
conversations and deliver-
ing feedback with clarity and
respect.”

“It’s really resonated with me
and put a lot of things into per-
spective,” another participant
said.

Another participant added
“today exceeded my expecta-
tions, I learned so many things |
wasn’t expecting”.

Ms Tennant said as RLDP
participants continue to pro-
gress, they are preparing to
apply these leadership skills
within their communities,
building resilience, and fos-
tering connection across the
Murraylands and Riverland.

“The program plays a piv-
otal role in nurturing a new gen-
erations of leaders, individuals
not only equipped with tech-
nical expertise, but also with
the emotional intelligence and
interpersonal skills needed to
lead with impact,” she said.

“By focusing on personal
growth, deep listening, and cou-
rageous leadership, the RLDP
ensures that these future leaders
are ready to guide their com-
munities through the challenges
ahead.”

DESPITE being just 14 years
of age, Barmera local Declan
Swart already has a mountain
of achievements that only keeps
growing.

Declan competes in go karting,
and it’s something which has taken
him across the country this year.

A member of the Loxton Kart
Club, Declan’s mum Kylee said she
is incredibly proud of the work he
has done throughout this year.

“He’s been racing for three years
in a competitive class, which is in
the junior light category,” she said.

“Over the October long week-
end, we travelled to Lucindale to
compete in the Australian titles, and
there was a massive field of 32 jun-
ior light and he qualified out of sec-
ond position for the final race, and
walked away with an Australian
number two plate.”

Ms Swart said one of the main
reasons Declan has continued to
race is due to the friendships he has
formed along the way while being
based at the Loxton Kart Club.

She credits the close-knit com-
munity go kart clubs have, which is
available throughout the Riverland.

“By making friendships, it
makes travelling to other parts of
Australia really easy, because fami-
lies in those other states are willing
to help you out,” she said.

“They help put you up with
accommodation and running you
to airports, and the kids hang out
with who they’ve formed friend-
ships with.

“They see their friends are get-
ting involved in those sorts of
things, and | guess if you’re really
passionate about kart racing, and

you love it, you want to take it to
that next level.

“We have a lot of people in
the club who don’t travel, they
just enjoy the smaller events, but
they’re still part of the community.”

Although Declan does enjoy rac-
ing on his home track, Ms Swart
said he enjoys the aspect of getting
on the road and competing inter-
state.

“Obviously it can be quite tiring
when we’re trying to do so many
events in the one year, and as par-
ents we only get so much annual
leave,” she said.

Weekend girls footy comp makes return

FOLLOWING a highly successful 2023
campaign, a local football competition aimed
at boosting female football numbers is set to
return.

The competition, dubbed Saturdays for the
Girls, is run by the SANFL in the hopes of
bringing in more numbers to the Riverland
Women’s Football League (RWFL).

SANFL game development co-ordinator,
and Barmera-Monash playing coach, Kayla
Mudge is set to head up the sessions once
again, and said she wanted to bring it back
after the success of last year.

“Obviously we had great numbers last
year, and enough to have teams and games,

and this year it’s back again which will
hopefully create some more momentum in
the girls” space here in the Riverland,” she
said.

“The idea is to just give the girls an
opportunity to play a full match over the six
weeks, and to then filter back through to the
clubs.

“Hopefully if there is enough interest in
this small program, the more enticing it will
be for the clubs to get girls competition up
and running at that level.”

The RWFL was cut down to just three
sides in 2024, following Waikerie and
Renmark’s exits from the competition, and
Ms Mudge is hoping the tournament will

help boost numbers for future seasons.

“A senior football league is unable to exist
without juniors, and at the moment there is
no space for juniors,” she said.

“So, this program is all on to be able to
create momentum in the junior space to then
filter up to senior women.

“It’s going to take a couple of years, but
the seniors have been going for five years
and is yet to have any junior sides go in, so,
if we can start them younger it’s easier to fil-
ter back up into the senior team.”

The competition features a wide variety
of age groups, and although last year begun
with the lower aged groups, will now move
to the opposite.

Ms Mudge said the main reason for the
switch was to allow other Riverland summer
sports such as tennis to get off the ground.

“Last year worked really well, but this
year 1I’ve worked with tennis to change the
times around, so the under 16s will go first,
and then move to the under 13s before fin-
ishing with the younger ones,” she said.

Five of the six RFL clubs will have
an opportunity to host the carnival, with
Waikerie the only club to miss out.

The first session will get underway this
Saturday at Barmera-Monash, and full
details of how to register can be found via
the Riverland Football League Facebook

page.

“After the B grade season ended
I sat down with my wife and
thought about applying and then |
thought ‘why not, there’s nothing
holding me back’.
